Team USA and the Newport Gulls have maintained a close relationship over the years. University of Maryland Head
Coach Terry Rupp coached the 2002 national team, and then managed the Gulls the following year. 2007 Team USA
Head Coach Mike Weathers has current Gull Adam Wilk on his roster at Long Beach State University. Current Major
League players Huston Street (Oakland Athletics) and Dustin Pedroia (Boston Red Sox) have attended summer camps for
the Gulls as members of Team USA.

“Our annual exhibition game against TEAM USA has always been one of the highlights of our summer,” Gulls General Manager
Chuck Paiva said. “It is great to see the overall talent of this team on an annual basis as many of them make it to the Major Leagues in
a short period of time.
